far from being literal pastiches. Similarly, the photography 
and outdoor locations used here are a poetic metaphor for 
a road trip. The car is there – but only in your imagination. 

The relationship between the design departments is also 
reciprocal. The furniture pieces benefit from the technical 
know-how and precision inherent in automotive design, where 
millimetres are crucial and everything is engineered and detailed 
to the highest level. And as the designing, manufacturing and 
releasing of furniture is far quicker and nimbler than it is for 
cars, things can be tried out in the furniture pieces that could 
prove to be beneficial later for the development of the cars. 

It’s exciting to think that there may be clues and tips in this 
furniture collection that may develop and resurface in the 
design of a future classic Bentley car.

This design language is of course always progressing and 
always evolving, and Home may reflect where Motors is 
going. It’s certainly going in an exciting direction – exemplified 
perfectly in new visual communication and the creative 
concept of this catalogue. 

The breath-taking photography illustrates the power of what 
nature can create and the power of what humans can achieve.

It is a joy to be writing this introduction to the Bentley 
Home 2021 Collection catalogue. Through these 
extraordinary images I feel as though I am there in Sicily, 
surrounded by the dramatic, rugged coastal landscapes, 
yet cocooned within the comfort of the most luxurious 
furniture pieces.

Sicily is a unique island and the ideal location for this 
presentation. It is beautiful, with a rich and unique cultural 
heritage, especially with regard to art, music, literature, 
architecture and cuisine. Clearly synonymous with the 
culture, heritage and iconic status of Bentley.

The mirrors used in the photographs are also such a clever 
touch. They add a modern, conceptual art vibe but are also 
practical in giving us a 360-degree view. The photographs 

reveal all. You can see all the details and all the curves. And 
with curves like these – you don’t want any to be hidden. You 
see many different angles and many different perspectives. 
Nothing is hidden. And it’s an intervention. An intervention 
into nature. Our impact on nature – revealed in the most 
beautiful way. Design and nature in perfect harmony. 

This harmony with the environment is crucial to Bentley. 
We are all now, more than ever, conscious of our impact 
on the planet and we must all do what we can to limit that 
impact. But we must still create beautiful things – it’s what 
makes us unique as human beings. As the historian Simon 

Schama said recently: ‘We are the art-making animal’. If we 
stop this, it is a denial of our instincts and of what makes 
us civilised. We must be more intelligent, mindful and 
considerate in the way we make things in order to ensure 
that they are sustainable, but we must continue to make 
beautiful things. Fewer but better things.

It is reassuring to know that all the high-quality materials used – 
the fine leather, wood, metals and innovative new materials and 
finishes for which Bentley is renowned – are ethically sourced 
and stringently tested to ensure they meet the brand’s quality 
and sustainability standards. And these pieces are designed to 

last. For me, this is the very definition of sustainability.
As the photographs suggest – these pieces are a friend of nature. 

Bravo to all at Bentley for this brave new direction. 
This change of gear is daring and modern. Is it possibly a 
gamble? I don’t think so. Too often, Luxury brands can tend 
to be too conservative, and they stand still. But a brand 
like Bentley cannot stand still. It must move, it must lead.  
We need brave new directions for our brave new world, and 
fortune favours the brave.
